Write the six categories
across the top of a whiteboard or flip chart, and write the dollar
amounts below each category. Play as a group, in teams, or
with three contestants, as on the TV show. Keep score and
award points. Mark off each amount after it is awarded. The first
person/team to answer correctly gets to select the next category
and amount. Choose a Daily Double question in advance and
award double points for the correct answer. Players can wager
any amount of their winnings during the Final Jeopardy round.
Alternate answers appear in parentheses after the primary answer.
